I was successfully avoiding the op-
portunity, but this time Vit came to 
see us in Phoenix and had the plan 

to do some jumping.  Margaret, our 
hosting lady, was enthusiastic about 
the whole matter so I could hardly 
back out.  Now, after I jumped I 
can relate spiritually to every step of 
that event. 

At the time we joined HCJB 
Global and made the decision to 
leave regular life, I have many 
times related joining the mission to 
the feeling of putting on a para-
chute not knowing when it will 
open.  I can say that the tandem 
jump describes that experience in 
great detail.  Before anyone can 
jump, he or she is informed about 
all dangers (count the cost).  Actu-
ally reading the six-page-long con-
tracts and signing each paragraph 
separately stating that you under-
stand all consequences of this haz-
ardous decision is done with trem-
bling heart (count the cost).  Next 
comes harnessing into the jump 
suit, boarding a tram taking us to 
the plane, boarding the plane (fol-
low me).  While rising to the 13,000 
ft altitude comes the attaching of 
your harness with the harness of 
the instructor (trust me).  The next 
moment is this gigantic plane open-
ing and vast space above, in front 
and below.  There is nothing to 
reach for or hold on to.  I could not 



see anyone in front of me or behind 
me.  Free fall descent is an incredi-
ble and turbulent sensation (I am 
with you always).  Then with a jerk 
the parachute opens and the har-
ness on the lower part is partially 
released to be more comfortable.  
Suddenly all is quiet and gliding 
through the air is wonderful.  The 
experience of totally surrendering 
will, absolute obedience, trust and 
reliance on someone else is awe-
some.  To jump and share one har-
ness is a true step of faith and as 
my brother-in-law said; “Now you 
are truly reborn.”  My total contribu-
tion to safe landing was lifting my 
legs up to land on my butt.  See it 
live — click on:
