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My goal is that they may be encour-
aged in heart and united in love, so
that they may have the full riches of
complete understanding, in order
that they may know the mystery of
God, namely, Christ, in whom are hid-
den all the treasures of wisdom and
knowledge. I tell you this so that no
one may deceive you by fine-sound-
ing arguments. For though I am ab-
sent from you in body, I am present
with you in spirit and delight to see
how disciplined you are and how firm
your faith in Christ is. So then, just as
you received Christ Jesus as Lord,
continue to live your lives in him,
rooted and built up in him, strength-
ened in the faith as you were taught,
and overflowing with thankfulness.
See to it that no one takes you cap-
tive through hollow and deceptive
philosophy, which depends on hu-
man tradition and the elemental spir-
itual forces of this world rather than
on Christ. (Co 2:2-8)

hearts remain warmed by love and
friendship. Visiting Prague in the last
days of November is not the best idea.
However, our friends we know and keep
in touch since our Indonesia days, now
living in Texas, brought us joy and hap-
piness in spite of the bad weather.

 Please pray for the church in Czech

Republic. In November five churches
declared independence from the
Brethren Baptist Union. Paul Washer
described the situation of the Euro-
pean churches as follows:

I can say with confidence that
there is more light of the gospel in jun-
gles of the world than in the very
churches of Europe where some of
the greatest preachers in the history
of Christianity once preached.”

Europe is losing its identity. Euro-
pean Union is creating more and
more declarations and regulations,
which makes Christianity very vulner-
able. Another issue is the Istanbul
Convention to counter domestic vio-
lence and implement concept of “gen-
der” – female and male, but the “so-
cially fixed roles, behavior, activities
and characteristic that a certain soci-
ety considers appropriate for a
woman and a man”. Half of the Euro-
pean countries signed the Istanbul
Convention. Gender “antidiscrimina-
tion” agenda is so far reaching that
our civilization is being transformed in
front of our eyes. With remnants of
believers, we face two enemies –
godlessness of people and far reach-
ing political and social experiments of
our days.
