Last year we had to change our ac-

countant three times. In August, our 
long-time bookkeeper passed away 
from Covid. In October, our second 
bookkeeper told us that she had been 
diagnosed with cancer and was enter-
ing treatment. In December, we final-
ly reached out to our third account-
ant. She didn't want to take it - it was 
the end of the year and she was 
busy. I told her who we were, so she 
finally took it. I believe God moved 
her... 

Our new associate, Dano R. from 
Poprad, willingly began retrieving 
John Piper's reflections for us. He did 
it very well and with good quality. We 
recently learned that he was diag-
nosed with lymph node cancer. He is 
in great pain and suffering.

EXTRAORDINARY EVENTS 
The headlines of today are mainly 

CVD, booster vaccination, energy cri-
sis, inflation, and rising interest 
rates... but the growing tension be-
tween Russia and Ukraine is gaining 
momentum. The Americans have pro-
vided several European allies with 
maps and satellite photos showing 
tens of thousands of troops, including 
heavy equipment, in the area. 

Ukraine is worried about the Rus-
sian army moving to its borders. Rus-
sia has deployed several missile cruis-
ers, anti-submarine destroyers, or 
submarines armed with cruise mis-
siles in the Mediterranean. 

Several MiG-31 fighter jets with 
hypersonic Kijal air-to-surface ballistic 
missiles have landed in Kaliningrad 
with a planned range of up to 2,000 
kilometers. They are a warning to the 
West: if these missiles are launched 
from Kaliningrad (until 1946 German 
Königsberg), they could hit European 
centers within ten minutes. 



While some commercial airlines are 
canceling flights to and over Ukraine 
for security reasons, Ukrainian oli-
garchs and executives are leaving 
Ukraine on charter flights. Some em-
bassies are evacuating their staff. 

Europe and America fear an inva-
sion, annexation, the establishment of 
a pro-Russian government ... and not 
least the possibility of war. In Poland, 
NATO F-15 fighter jets are ready. We 
remember similar schemes when Rus-
sians invaded Czechoslovakia in 1968 
and a similar scenario took place in 
Georgia, Chechnya, and Crimea... It is 
not hard to imagine that the Russians 
will take over the airspace and that is 
already a step towards an invasion.  

 
DID YOU KNOW? 

Everyone likes to brag about some-
thing amazing their country invented 
(Aussies claim they were the first to 
make note pads, yeah right!), and in 
the Czech Republic that nifty inven-
tion comes in the shape of the good 
old contact lens. Back in 1961, the 
soft contact lens was invented by a 
Czech chemist called Professor Otto 
Wichterle. The idea of sticking your 
finger in your eye might not seem like 
the nicest way to start your day, but 
over 25 million people do so instead 
of wearing glasses, all thanks to Pro-
fessor Wichterle!  

The Professor, with his assistant, 
developed a transparent hydrofoil 
plastic named “hydroxyethyl methac-
rylate” (catchy, right?), which was 
made largely of water, meaning it 
was soft and pliable when wet, but 
would become hard when dry. This 
was a good start to the contact lenses 
we know today. However, their de-
sign wasn’t immediately ready for 
market as the fibers available in the 
day provided poor optical quality and 
other such issues, so it was back to 
the drawing board.  

It was on Christmas 1961 that 
Wichterle hit the jackpot when he 
constructed a lens-producing machine 
using his son’s toy building set and a 
small motor from a bike. It was with 
this nifty creation that the first gel 
contact lens was born.  

The Czech communist government 
then sold the patent to an American 
entrepreneur and the soft contact 
lenses hit the markets, meaning no 
more four-eyes in sight... but every-
thing else in sight was crystal clear 
and comfortable. Nice work Otto!
